The District shall demonstrate a commitment to responsible stewardship of resources

operational goals. Energy efficiency and resource management shall be major 
considerations in the construction or renovation of District facilities. 

The superintendent or designee, shall develop short- and long-range strategies for 
implementing, monitoring, and evaluating the District’s energy conservation and 
efficiency while practicing sound fiscal management. The superintendent or designee 
shall maintain accurate records of energy consumption and associated costs and shall 
provide updates on progress toward environmental sustainability goals. The 
superintendent will implement a Sustainability Management Plan to serve as a roadmap 
for integrating sustainability into curriculum and operations.  
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
