Such as:

● Threat of self-harm
● Threat of violence
● Illegal activity

Harassment, Discrimination, or Bullying
Such as:

● Offensive and unwanted physical, verbal, or written 
messages about someone’s identity

● Denied or limited access to a school or district 
program or activity because of someone’s identity

● Behaviors based on:
○ Disability
○ Race, creed, or color
○ Sex, sex stereotypes or sex characteristics
○ Pregnancy or related conditions
○ Sexual orientation
○ Gender identity
○ Gender expression
○ Family composition
○ Religion
○ Age
○ National origin or ancestry

Child Abuse
Such as:

● Physical abuse
● Emotional abuse
● Sexual abuse
● Neglect
