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In keeping with federal mandates and state regulations, the Poudre School District has professionals who 
are trained and certified to evaluate children when significant concerns are indicated for the child’s early 
development or educational progress.  Evaluation is provided in a variety of areas, including:  Early 
concepts (birth-5), educational skills (PreK-12), cognitive functioning, speech-language skills, physical 
development, social-emotional functioning, and vision and hearing screening.  Evaluations completed will 
address the area(s) of concern for each child. 
  
Evaluations are conducted by Child Find Teams at no cost to parents, with parent consent, and with parent 
participation.  After the evaluation is completed, a meeting is held with parents to determine eligibility for 
services.  If a child is determined to be eligibility for services, an Individual Education Plan (IEP) is 
developed.  If the child is under age 3 and is determined to be eligible, an Individual Family Service Plan 
(IFSP) is written. 
  
This process is referred to as “Child Find” and is available to children age birth to 21, to ensure that children 
are identified and receive the special educational supports for which they are eligible.  These services and 
supports are provided through Poudre School District’s Integrated Services Department, also known as 
Special Education.
